  MUSIC & AUDITION
 One movement of a STANDARD CONCERTO written originally for the instrument must be performed from memory with piano accompanist.
 Finalists/call backs announced following preliminary rounds.
 FIRST PLACE division winners compete in final round for Grand Prize.
 Contestants are responsible for engaging and compensating an accompanist for the competition.
 JUDGING/PRIZES
GRAND PRIZE winner must agree to perform the winning concerto movement with the Brazos Valley Symphony Orchestra in College Station, Texas, with the East Texas Symphony Orchestra, Tyler Texas (2012-2013 season) and with piano accompanist in Austin, Texas for the TASO State Conference March 31st – April 3rd, 2011. Each symphony orchestra reserves the right to review and refuse a selected piece of music based on availability of orchestral score.   
FIRST, SECOND, and THIRD PLACE winners receive cash awards at the conclusion of the Grand Prize Final Round.
