Selection of Winners is based on the following:
CONTENT

· Projects that are initiated and run primarily by volunteers

· Projects that give a new twist to successful activities

· Projects that are adaptable to other size orchestras and their volunteers

APPEARANCE

· Forms must be submitted on line

COMPLETENESS

· Answer each question, all questions are required including financial information

· Only completed forms in the format downloaded from the website will be considered

AWARDS ARE GIVEN BASED ON 

· Content

· Legibility of the complete form

· Projected goals of the activity and how they were achieved

· Overall success of the project

Education/Audience Development projects have a greater value when there is collaboration with other arts organizations or schools and/or generate in increase in season or single ticket sales

Fundraising projects are considered successful when there is a high ratio of profit to expense, for example a 70% profit and 30 % expense

Service/Membership Development projects should display the unique ways you serve your orchestra and the community and/or show an increase in membership numbers or an ability to retain current membership.
