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ADVOCACY 6 NOW IS THE TIME

Now that the elections are over, promoting the arts is
going to be very important. The
81" Texas Legislature has some
new members who will need to
be recruited to support the arts.
There is one new Senator,
Wendy Davis. The other Sena-
tors are returning for another
term. The Texas House will
have approximately 20 new
members. This makes for quite
an opportunity to make a case
for support of the arts.

During the first day of filing,
November 10, there were more than 400 bills filed, with
59 days left of the filing period. The legislature convenes
on January 13. By the time pre-filing ends in early Janu-
ary, about half of all bills that are expected to be consid-
ered in next year ds

During the legislative session, members may introduce
new legislation until filing deadlines identified on the
legislative calendar. Bills that have been referred to a
committee are scheduled to be heard by a house or sen-
ate committee. After the bill has been reported favorably
by a committee and the committee report has been
printed, the bill is available for placement on the calen-
dar. Being placed on the calendar, the bills are to be
considered by the full House or Senate. If a bill passes
both the House and Senate, it may be signed or vetoed
by the governor or pass without a signature. Once legis-
lation becomes law, it becomes codified as a statue.

This is the procedure by which art funding is accom-
plished. Pro-arts lawmakers, who realize the value of
the arts in fueling creativity and innovation, educating
our children, enriching lives, and strengthening commu-
nities, are a most valuable asset. The challenge remains
to help create a majority of cultural allies who recognize
the impact of pro-arts legislation.

Americans for the Arts Action Fund has developed the
2008 Congressional Arts Report Card.
